With a focus on providing employment opportunities for 
Aboriginal people, Muru Mittigar also presents positive 
outcomes for the local community, by creating a meeting 
place for sharing cultures.



Cultural Experiences and Tours 
Muru Mittigar provides hands-on cultural encounters with 
experienced and professional Aboriginal Guides. Our group tours are 
sure to provide you with a full cultural experience. Depending on the 
tour type you choose (2 hours – 4 1/2 hours), the activities include:

•	� Bush Tucker Morning Tea. Try our wattle seed pikelets with  
native jams

•	 Guided tour of our Cultural Centre
•	 Cultural Talk with beliefs and stories from Aboriginal Australia
•	 Try your hand at Boomerang throwing
•	 Didgeridoo presentations
•	� Join our Yarra Walk and learn about the traditional uses of local 

native plants
•	� Aussie BBQ Lunch & Bush Tucker Tasting. The bush tucker 

taste test is a chance to try some of our native game meat, 
such as Kangaroo and Emu

•	 Koori Art Painting Workshop. Paint a souvenir boomerang.

Tour optional extras include Dance Performances and a Bush 
Tucker Morning Tea. All visitors have the opportunity to stop in at 
our Gift Shop and Veranda Café.
